COACHES CODE of CONDUCT

POINTS OF EMPHASIS

Safety First- Coaches- Players- Officials- Administrators 

1. No unnecessary contact with players away from play.

2. Properly fitted and legal equipment. 

3. No illegal contact below the waist.

Sportsmanship

1. Gain and understand of the rules of the contest.

2. Exercise representative behavior at all times.

3. Exhibit respect for the officials.

4. Display openly a respect for the opponent at all times.

5. Display pride in your action at every opportunity.

Coaches 

1. Exemplify the highest moral character, behavior and leadership, adhering to strong ethical and integrity standard.  Practicing good sportsmanship is practicing good citizenship.

2. Respect the integrity and personality of the individual athlete.

3. Abide by and teach the rules of the game in letter and in spirit.

4. Set a good example for players and spectators to follow.

5. Please refrain from arguments in front of players and spectators.

6. No gestures which indicate officials or opposing coaches do not know what they are doing or talking about.

7. No throwing of any object in disgust.

8. Shake hands with the officials and opposing coaches before and after the contest in full view of the public.

9. Respect the integrity and judgment of contest officials.  The officials are doing their best to promote athletics.  Treating them with respect even if you disagree with their judgment will only make a positive impression of you and your team in the eyes of the people at the event.

10. Display modesty in victory and graciousness in defeat in public and in meeting/talking with parents and officials.  Please confine your remarks to game statistics and to the performance of your team.

11. Instruct participants and spectators in proper sportsmanship responsibilities and demand that they make sportsmanship the NO. 1 priority.

12. H.P.M.F and N.J.Y.F.L. will enforce penalties on these who do not abide by sportsmanship 

13. Be no party to the use of profanity, obscene language or improper actions.

14. Head coaches must remember that they are in charge, and are responsible for the behavior of their staff.  If they encounter a situation, within their coaching staff, they must resolve that problem, or refer to the coaching director or the League President for resolution.

15. Coaching staffs will inform the coaching director and the League President of any problems with a player or parent.

Sample problem situations could be:

· Poor attendance 

· Attitude or behavior problems 

· Injury updates

· Not making weight

The Athlete 

1. Live up to standards of sportsmanship established by your coaching staff and H.P.M.F.

2. Learn the rules of the game thoroughly and discuss them with parents, fans and fellow players.  This will assist both them and you in the achievement of a better understanding and appreciation of the sport.

3. Treat opponents the way you would like to be treated, as a guest or friend.  Who better than you can understand all the hard work and team effort that is required of your sport.

4. Wish opponents good luck before the contest and congratulate them in a sincere manner that you would like to be greeted following victory or defeat.

5. Respect the integrity and judgment of contest officials.  The officials are doing their best to promote your sport.  Treating them with respect, even if you disagree with their judgment, will only make a positive impression of you and your team in the eyes of the officials and all the people in the stand.

“Sportsmanship is probably the clearest and most popular expression of morals.  Sportsmanship is a thing of spirit.  It is timeless and endless and we should strive to make it universal to all races, creeds, and walks of life.” 

This statement taken for THE DISCOVERY OF MORAL’S clearly represents the position of the rules committee in regard to sportsmanship.

Coaches, athletes, cheerleader, spectators, parents and league officials represent the group of individuals who are responsible to maintain and practice good sportsmanship.  Players must be taught what is and what is not acceptable behavior.  Unlike most areas of education, athletics are played before spectators with young people placing their self-esteem in the line with every play.  They not only look to their coaches and teammates but to the people in the stands, their parents, fellow students, people of the community, for positive reinforcement that they have made the right choice community, for positive reinforcement that they have made the right choice in wanting to complete athletics.
